Administrator Chuck Blythe, was
on the ground in Haiti only weeks after
the earthquake that jolted Haiti on
January the 12th of this year. Chuck
traveled into Haiti with Pastor Jean
Claude Sylvain via the Dominican

Republic. He reported mass
destruction in Port-au-Prince and the
surrounding areas - including the areas
where JWCM has on going works.
Upon arriving in Port-au-Prince his first
order of business was to check on the
condition of the children at HOPE
orphanage. He found them all safe and
sound. They all had escaped the
collapse of the 3 story building. By the
grace of GOD their lives had been
spared. Along with the children of
HOPE and Pastor Jean Claude’s church
family, they were all homeless and living
inan open field under tents made of bed
sheets. My Haitian friend said to me,

“My people are living under the moon”.
Bro. Chuck, on behalf of JWCM,
funded the feeding of the 900 plus
people in the tent city and met the needs
of the HOPE children while he was
there. Upon returning from Haiti, Bro.
Chuck called a board meeting of
JWCM on February 27th in Spindale,
North Carolina to report first hand all
the rebuilding and repairs needed to
begin as soon as possible. Tim Shoda,
Co- Administrator, Pastor Helen
Adams, Pastor Deborah Blythe, Karen
Shoda and Becky Adams assembled
to discuss and take urgent action. To
God be the glory for His provision
through His people to meet the great
need that lay before us for months and
years to come. Thanks to everyone that
has contributed to this effort in any way.

On the first day they had word of
two very sick people at the tent city in
Fontamara. They made house calls and
it quickly turned into a full day medical
clinicinthe center of the city. Many were
in need of care, with a lot being sick
children.

The response
was so great we realized that a second
day was required. On that second day
we also had a eyeglass clinic, for those
who lost their glasses in the earthquake.
Pastor Tom Schuyler conducted the eye
clinic. The 3rd and 4th days the medical
clinic was held at Fond Blanc and
Lacoline. Atotal of over 400 patients
were treated and cared for over the 4
days. Thank you to the hundreds of
people and businesses that donated
medication, eyeglasses, funds, prayers
and more. Because of you, lives were
saved. May God richly bless each of
you for your generous out pouring of



supportand love for the Haitian people in their greatest hour
of need. The need will be present in the months and years to
come and we humbly plead on their behalf that you continue
to stand with us and help meet the needs in the future. God
has promised that He is a God of "more than enough™ and
that we are to continue in faith to go forward to meet the
needs.
